LVHF Supports King Gillette Visitor Center Preferred Alternative fiBo

On February 18" in a packed Diamond X meeting with no space left at the table, Las
Virgenes Homeowner Federation delegates discussed the Environmental Assessment

(EA) prepared by the National Park Service (NPS) for the Anthony C. Beilenson Visitor
Center at King Gillette Ranch and voted unanimously to endorse and support the
Visitor Center fAPreferred Alternative B. O

The proposed visitor center is part of the vision to establish an environmental and
cultural education center at King Gillette Ranch in the geographic heart of the Santa
Monica Mountains National Recreation Area. It is part of a larger planning process for
the 588-acre King Gillette Ranch, encompassing trail connections and use designation,
management zoning and prescriptions for education, administration and natural areas.

King Gillette is now owned by Mountains Recreation and Conservation Authority, NPS
and California Department of Parks and Recreation. One of the most stunning
locations in the Santa Monica Mountains, the biologically diverse parkland contains
broad meadows and low ridgelines, valley and coast live oak savannah, grassland,
coastal sage scrub, chaparral and riparian woodland.

King Gillette Ranch was purchased from Soka University in 2005 (one of the most

important land-use battles the Federation has been involved in) with funds from 11

different funding sources in an almost unprecedented partnership of federal, state, and

local government agencies, along with private donors. It was Supervisor Zev

Yarosl avsky who went directly to Sokads Japan
to sell for $35 million and seal the deal.
